Week" this year also from 19t 1o 25T November, 2020 in a befitting
manner with mandatory wearing of face masks, social distancing, provisions
for thermal scanning and hand wash or sanitizer for containment of COVID-

i) Thursday, the 19! November, 2020 - National Integration

- Meetings, Symposia and seminars to emphasize the themes of secularism, anti
communalism and non-violence may be arranged forganized in all District of the
State by the District Administration. The Director of Information and Public
Relations will chalk out the programmes to be arranged/organized on this day
and intimate the District Administration well in advance for proper
imp lementation.
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ii) Friday, the 20" November, 2020 - Welfare of Minorities Day.

Items of the 15 Point programme to be emphasized. In riot prone towns.
special fraternal processions should be taken out.

iii) Saturday, the 215! November, 2020 - Linguistic Harmony Day.

Special literary functions and Kavi Sammelans may be organised to
enable people of each region to appreciate the linguistic hentage of cther parts of
India. “

iv) Sunday, the 2279 November 2020 - Weaker Sections Day.

Meetings and rallies may be organized to highlight items under various
Government programmes which help SCs/STs and weaker sections wih
particular emphasis on the distribution of surplus land to landless labourers.

v) Monday, the 23™ November, 2020 - Cultural Unity Day.

Cultural functions may be organized to present the Indian tradition of
unity in diversity and for promoting cultural conservation and integration.

vi) Tuesday, the 241 November, 2020 - Women’s Day.

The importance of women in Indian Society and their role In
development of nation-building may be highlighted.

vii) Wednesday, the 25t November, 2020 - Conservation Day.

Meetings and functions may be organized to emphasis the growing need
for awareness and action to conserve the environment.

2. The National Integration Pledge should be taken on Thursday, the 1910
November, 2020 at 11.A.M. by assembling in the premises of the
Office/Institution.
